LOCAL RULES
U.S.G.A. rules govern the play, modified by local rules shown below.

1. Out of bounds. All boundary fences, white O.B. stakes and parking lot adjacent
Hole #18. The curb closest to the course on hole #18 defines O.B. Penalty, stroke and
distance.

2. Hazards. Pond on #3, 4, 8, 12 & 14. Red stakes designate lateral water hazard.
Consult rule book for drop area.

3. Anywhere "through the green," a ball which is embedded in its own pitch-mark in
the ground, except in loose sand, may be lifted without penalty, cleaned and dropped
as near as possible to the spot where it lay but not nearer the hole. (See Rule 20.) The
ball when dropped must first strike a part of the course through the green.

("Through the green" is the whole area of the course except:

a. The teeing ground and putting green of the hole being played:

b. All hazards on the course.)

Exception: A player may not obtain relief under this Rule if it is clearly unreasonable
for him to play a stroke because of interference by anything other than the condition
covered by this rule.

4. Golf course equipment, ground under repair and
maintenance roads are not hazards. Drop ball not nearer the
hole: no penalty.

5. Keep golf carts outside of the white lines painted around
each green. Use cart paths when available.

6. All practice greens, practice bunkers and flower beds are
Ground Under Repair from which you must take relief, Rule
#25.

7. Under local rule 5b, stones in bunkers are declared
“movable obstructions”.

8. A player may obtain distance information by using a device
that measures distance only.
